LC 0502 Family Law I :

Objectives of the Course : The personal law applicable to Hmdus, Muslims, Christians, Parsis
and other denominatons is not fully codified. While these personal laws are similar in theyr
essential broad underlying principles, they are much different m thew details. Personal law is
applicable not only to aspects of family relatons, viz marriage and divorce, suppont and
mamntenance, children and ther custody and guardianship, adoption and the like, but also 10
law relating to property, viz jomnt family systems, devolution to propenty upon death of a
person. The ditferences in the provisions applicable to different denominations arise from the
history and growth of these laws over centunies.

This course covers the history and development of the principles and provisions of different
personal laws, and the sources from which these laws are derived, It primarily comprises the
laws applhicable to family relabons: marriage and divorce, maintenance, alimony, adoption and
guardianship.
